NOTE: It is recommended that you apply grease to the threads of each bolt as you assemble your Platform
Treadmill, to prevent loosening and noise. Also, during each assembly step, ensure that ALL nuts and bolis
are in place and partially threaded in before completely tightening any ONE bolt

® Remove mofor cover.

o Attach the right console mast fo the
frame using two socket head bolis
(M8x35L) with lock washers and flat
washers in the upper holes of the
console mast, and two socket head
bolis (M8x20L) with lock washers and
flat washers in the lower holes of the
console mast. Aftach the Lbracket o
the frame using two socket head bolis
(M8x20L) with lock washers and flat
washers. Screw in all hardware but
DO NOT fighien. Repeat these steps
on the left side.

PLEASE NOTE: The right console mast
will have an access port for data
cable on the interior surface of the
console mast. Make sure the wire tie
does not gef pinched between the
frame and console mast. You must
undo the wire fie before mounting the
right console mast. When ihe console
mast is secure you can pull the wire fie

through the data cable port

® Ajtach right and lefi handlebars to
console masts with two bution head bolts
(M8x15L), lock washer (8.2x15.4x2.0T)
and flai washer (8.2x15x1.47) on the
sides of the handlebar and two flat head
bolts (M8x15L} and arc washers on the
underside of the handlebars.

o Slide right and left console mast
covers over suppori fube.

® Aitach support fube 1o console
masts and secure with two  button
head bolts (M8x20L), lock washers
(8.2x15.4x2.0T), and flat washers
(8.2x15x1.4T) on each side. Make
sure all four bolis are screwed in

before tightening any of the bolis.

o If the running belt slips when used,

tun the leff tension bolt clockwise
I/#turn at a fime until the belt remains

centered during use.
